for revision | Text type(s): feature article, a letter to the editor, advice column, etc.

Skills:

Understand and interpret the purpose and meaning of a broad range of texts
Identify the main theme and key details of a broad range of texts

Identify the contextual meaning of words and phrases

Interpret the tone and mood of a writer

Distinguish and evaluate views, attitudes or arguments in fairly complex texts
Understand the use of a range of language features in fairly complex texts
Interpret, analyse, select and organise ideas and information from various sources
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Question types:

thematic questions, vocabulary questions, reference questions, specific factual
questions, main idea questions, inference questions, views and attitudes questions,
higher-order thinking questions, relationship between ideas questions, etc.

Question formats:

short response, multiple choice, extended response, True/False/Not given, cloze
summary, ticking boxes/blackening circles/matching, sentence completion, table/
diagram completion, multiple/two-part short/extended response, matching
sentences/quotes to speakers, proofreading, etc.
