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A Public Speaking and Debating Work-
shop has been organized as a component of
the enhancement programme for our S4
students, the first cohort under the NSS
academic structure. The course has been
funded by the Diversity Learning Grant from
the EDB. Around 15 of our S.4 students were
selected to participate in the workshop. The
aims of the workshop are to help students
build confidence in public speaking and debat-
ing. Besides, it helps students sharpen skills
for structuring a presentation and delivering a
speech. More significantly, students are
exposed to current and global issues from a
critical perspective.

At the end of the workshop, course
participants took part in a debate competition
in which they demonstrated the knowledge
and skills learnt from the course. All partici-
pants have shown increasing enthusiasm in
learning and performing public speaking and
debating!

In early May, our school was invited to attend the Premiere
Ceremony of the RTHK programme "English Made Easy". Students
considered this an exciting life experience as for most of them, it was
the first time they visited a well-known radio channel in Hong Kong —
the RTHK. In the ceremony, Mr. Martin Lee, the former legislator,
shared his experience in learning English and suggested ways to help

students brush up their English. The sharing was
then followed by a quiz game hosted by
Professor Danny Leung, Assistant Profes-
sor of the CUHK. Surprisingly, our
students were invited to take part in the
game and shared their experience on how to
overcome difficulties they encountered in
learning English. The visit not only provided
our students with important life value and
proactive learning attitude, it also enriched our
students with precious workplace experi-
ence in the field of broadcasting.

From 2008 to 2010, the English Department joined a QEF funded
professional development and research project titled Promoting New
Literacies in Hong Kong Schools. The research project is conducted by
several experienced professors from the Faculty of Education, The
University of Hong Kong. As the final phase of the action research, the
English Department was invited to deliver a sharing presentation in the
Teacher Conference: New Literacies in Action at The University of Hong
Kong on 20 March 2010. The presentation was then followed by a
school display of students’ works and teaching resource packages
developed by teachers. The event was considered a precious opportu-
nity for our teachers to share experience and exchange ideas on the
latest methodologies in language teaching with teachers, educators and
academics from local schools and universities.
